By now, your student has received his or her MyGradebook OClasswordO and
OPassword,0 which is the information they need in order to log in and seetheir
grades. While the information is most likely from your studentOssecond hour class,
it will give you accessto ALL classes. Students/ Parents will be able to view
assignments, scores, and grades on MyGradebook. Due to a variety of factors,
information will be updated differently from teacher to teacher. While we know you
will get frequent updates, try to avoid looking at MyGradebook as a stock ticker. It
is impossible for teachers to update every score every day. Your students should ask
each teacher for his or her policy on updating grades. Teachers are only required to
update grades at progress notice time, but some will update much more frequently.
